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METHODIST TELUGU CHURCH, AMBARNATH
(HISTORY)

Our roots go back to the nineteen fifties. Kannada
and Telugu speaking believers, many from border areas,
came together in love and formed one congregation — the
Kannada-Telugu Methodist Church, Ambarnath. For
over 40 years, till 1st May 1993, we worshiped and served the
Lord together as one family.

As the Telugu speaking congregation grew, the need
for worship in our mother tongue became stronger. A group
of committed elders, with prayer and unity, took the burden
before God and the Church authorities.

We remember with gratitude the elders who played a
vital role:
Bro. Devputra Gaddam, Late Bro. B.J. Timothy,
Bro. A. Prasad Rao, Late Bro. B. Daniel, Bro. J.B.
Nathaniel, Bro. B. Raju, Late Bro. John Paul, Late
Bro. M.A. Devadas, Late Bro. J.A. Chandrashekhar,
Late Bro. N. Paul, Bro. K.P. Raju, Late Bro. G.N.
Lazarus, Late Bro. M. Daniel, and Late Bro.
Timothy Benjamin. With the co-operation of all Telugu
speaking believers, they pursued this vision faithfully.

God honoured their efforts. Late Bishop Stanley E.
Downes, then Presiding Bishop of Bombay Episcopal Area,
was pleased to grant permission vide letter No.
BY/21/BN/710/93 dated 05/03/1993 to constitute a
separate Pastorate Conference for the Telugu speaking
believers and to hold worship services in Telugu separately.

Thus, by God’s grace, Methodist Telugu Church, Ambarnath
was established, and our first separate worship
service in Telugu was held on 2nd May, 1993 — anew
chapterin our spiritual journey.

The Methodist Telugu Church was formally organised and
installed as a separate Pastorate Conference and Pastorate
Committee by Late Rev. J.B. Challa on 12th September,

1993.

Our identity was further affirmed when the XIII Session of
the Bombay Regional Conference, held at Lonavala from
10—13 March 1994, recognised the Pastorate of Methodist
Telugu Church, Ambarnath. A Certificate of Organisation
dated 12/03/1994 was awarded at the hands of Late
Bishop Stanley E. Downes and was received by Bro.
Devputra Gaddam on behalf of the church.

That moment was indeed a great privilege, honour, and proud
moment for the entire congregation.

By God’s grace, the
congregation grew spiritually, numerically, and financially
under the able leadership of dedicated pastors:
1. Rev. Dr. Y.D. Purushottam (02/05/1993 —

Worship: 3:30 PM —5:00 PM.
2. Rev. S. Daniel (01/03/1995 — 06/2007) — Started
Sanga Deepti bulletin; changed worship to 6:30 AM — 8:00
AM; led Gospel tour to Hindupur, A.P. in 2002; 12 years of
growth.
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3.Rev. E. Devavaram (24/06/2007 — 2015) — Printed
Andhra Christava Keerthanalu in English script for youth;
started Badlapur Worship Centre for labourers; 8 years of
manifold development.

4. Rev. S. Daniel (2015 — 2023, Second Term) — All
wings worked actively; 8 years of fruitful ministry.

5.Rev. Samson Sagar (2023 — 2024) — Led successfully
for 1year 6 months.

6. Rev. David Battina (15.01.2023 — 1.8.2026) —
Introduced screen display & online services; advanced
worship to 6:00 AM — 8:00 AM; 2 years of spiritual
nourishment.

7. Rev. E.Devavaram (From 1.8.2026 — Present,
Second Term) — Under his leadership, the church
continues to develop manifold with all wings actively
participating.

Extension Programme

Two flats were purchased at Asta Vinayak Complex,
Badlapur-East and converted into Badlapur Worship
Centre. The centre was dedicated at the hands of Hon’ble
Bishop Dr. Anilkumar Servand, Bishop of Mumbai
Episcopal Area, on 10th May, 2018.

Theological Studies

Candidates from our church were recommended for
theological studies at Jabalpur. Today, by God’s grace, they
are fully ordained pastors serving in the Methodist Church
of Mumbai Regional Conference namely Rev.Raju A.
Jangam and Rev.Francis Bala Daniel.

Missionary Support
At present, the church is prayerfully and financially
supporting 3 Missionaries in the mission field.

1. Revival Meetings: Since 1998, the church has
continuously organised Revival Meetings during Church
Anniversary in May. Eminent speakers from A.P. and
Telangana are invited. Believers from various Telugu
Churches in Ambarnath and surrounding areas including
